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How do Georgians look at the influx of foreign aid? And how do they interpret what is coming in? 

How should it be spent? These are questions that Transparency International wanted to find out 

about last November. We added the questions to an ongoing survey. The results, in the meantime, 

have also been published in the Caucasus Analytical Digest, a new online publication that 

summarizes key findings, and combines them with short analysis pieces.
