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Summary

ON THE QUESTION OF IDENTIFICATION OF POLITICAL
AND ETHNOCULTURAL BORDERS IN ANCIENT NEAR
EAST

Eka AVALIANI
(Thilisi State University, Georgia)

It is a commonly accepted axiom that ethnically and religiously
motley regions such as the ancient Near East were formed by different
cultures. Different cultural units were coexisting and developing
independently throughout many centuries in the Near East until the
collapse of the late Bronze Age states.

In the process of classification and systematization of these
cultures, we marked out three main parameters, which are related to these
models: 1) geographical-territorial, 2) ethnical and 3) material culture,
with its artefactual forms.

Many scholars see cultures as territorially related. Frontier and
boundary studies can help us to mark out political and cultural influence of
these models in the Ancient Near East.

Ethno-archaeology deals with relationships between ethnic groups
and material culture, for example different styles can be related to a
“national taste” in one case and to group boundaries in another. In our
opinion, there is direct connection between ethnicity and artifacts.
Material culture, with its diverse artefactual forms, defines the style and
type of the Ancient Near Eastern cultures.
