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HAMLET ISAXANLI'S LECTURE
AT GEORGIAN NATIONAL ACADEMY
OF SCIENCES

pon the invitation of the Georgian

National Academy of Sciences (GNAS),

Prof. Hamlet Isaxanli, founder of Khazar
University and Chairman of its Board of Directors
and Trustees, visited Tbilisi, the capital of Georgia,
on February 9-11.

On February 10th, he spoke at a meeting of
GNAS. Participants included active and correspon-
ding members of GNAS, university professors,
members of the Georgian Parliament, artists,
scholars, public servants, students, and
Azerbaijani-speaking intellectuals from various
regions of Georgia. The event was widely covered
by Georgian and Azerbaijani media.

The president of GNAS, Giorgi Kvesitadze, ope-
ned the meeting. He gave brief information about
the scholarly activities of H.Isaxanli and
emphasized the critical importance of Georgian-
Azerbaijani scholarly relations. He said that he was
especially pleased with H.Isaxanli for his efforts in
this area, citing a recently-signed agreement bet-
ween GNAS and Khazar University. G.Kvesitadze
stated that the topic of H.Isaxanli’s lecture was ext-
remely important from the perspective of Georgian
social and cultural studies and Caucasus studies in
general. Then President Kvesitadze showed the au-
dience the Azerbaijani National Atlas, which
H.Isaxanli had given to GNAS, and he thanked
H.Isaxanli and gave him the floor.

H.Isaxanli made his presentation on “The
Meeting of Mirza Shaffy and F.Bodenstedt in
Thilisi: Issues of Caucasus Studies” in Russian so
the whole audience would understand.

F.Bodenstedtin Tifliso galmasi, M. Sofidon
dors almasi, onun seirlorini almancaya ¢evirmasi
haqqinda molumat verdi. Bodenstedtin “Sorqde
1001 giin” adl1 asari tizerindos xtisusi dayanmagin va-
cibliyini geyd etdi. Bu asorin Azarbaycan dilino an-
caq bir hissosinin torciimo edildiyini, glircti dilino iso
heg torciimo edilmadiyini toassiif hissi ilo qeyd edo-
rok, osaorin mithiim saydig1 moqamlarina toxundu.
Bu osords Qafgaz xalqglari, onlarin adat-ononslori,
madaniyyati, tarixi vo adobiyyati haqqmda doyarli
molumatlar oldugunu gostordi, xiisusilo Giirciistan
tarixi, cografiyasi, etnoqrafiyasi, adobiyyat vo mo-
doniyyaeti haqqinda osordon misallar gatirdi.

H.Isaxanli began by sharing his views on the
rich history and cultures of the Caucasus peoples
including human interactions and international re-
lations. He noted that Thbilisi played an exceptional
role in the development of Azerbaijani culture, lite-
rature, music, art, journalism and theater because of
its status as the capital of the Caucasus from the
19th century until World War I. Then, touching on
the works of Abbasgulu Agha Bakikhanov and
M.F.Akhundov in Tbilisi, he began to speak about
Mirza Shaffy, who had moved to Tbilisi following
those scholars. Mirza Shaffy was a poet, callig-
rapher and teacher of Tatar/Azerbaijani and Per-
sian. H.Isaxanli also spoke about how F.Bodenstedt
came to Thilisi, studied under M.Shaffy, and trans-
lated his poetry into German. He emphasized the im-
portance of Bodenstedt’s book “Tausend und Ein
Tag im Orient" (1001 Days in the Orient). He tou-
ched on important parts of the book, expressing the
unfortunate circumstance that the book has only be-
en partially translated into Azerbaijani and has not
been translated into Georgian at all. He used exam-
ples from the book to show that it was a source of va-
luable information about Caucasus peoples and
their traditions, cultures, histories and literature, es-
pecially including the history, geography, ethnog-
raphy, literature and culture of Georgia.

H.Isaxanli spoke about Mirza Shaffy Studies,
including the writings of Adolf Berge on Azerbaija-
ni literature and Mirza Shaffy.

H.Isaxanli also traced the history of the idea that
“Songs of Mirza Shaffy” were Bodenstedt’s own
creation, not Shaffy’s, and he analyzed the schools
of'thought that followed.

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He also spoke about the contributions of Sal-
man Mumtaz, Hamid Mammadzada and other rese-
archers in the field of Mirza Shaffy Studies. He spo-
ke about his own recent research on the topic.

The lecture was met with great interest by the
audience. After the lecture, members of GNAS and
scholars from other institutions asked questions,
which H.Isaxanli answered. Then Roin Metreveli,
Vice President of GNAS, and other well-known his-
torians, literary scholars and ethnographers highly
evaluated the lecture.

They noted that the presentation contained in-
formation that was new to them and that it would be
published in the GNAS proceedings.

They also noted the importance of translating
original materials of Mirza Shaffy and F.Bodens-
tedt into Georgian.

GNAS President G.Kvesitadze thanked H.Isa-
xanli for the very rich and valuable lecture, stating
the importance of continuing this kind of academic
cooperation.

Then G.Kvesitadze and H.Isaxanli gave inter-
views to the media at the event. A banquet was ser-
ved in H.Isaxanli’s honor.

During his trip, H.Isaxanli also visited the
M.F.Akhundov museum in Tbilisi.
