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Next visit to Sweden within ECAR project

Within the framework of the Erasmus+ project entitled "Establishment of a
Rectors' Conference in Azerbaijan", partnered by Khazar University, coordinated
by Baku Business University and funded by the European Commission, another
visit took place to the city of Stockholm, the Kingdom of Sweden. The trainings
attended by 32 representatives from 16 higher educational institutions of
Azerbaijan were held from February 27 to March 3, 2023.

During the training, group work was also carried out on the activities of the
Rectors’ Conference. At the end of the program, Gulshan Bayramova, director of
Center of Baku Business University, project coordinator, and Elchin Suleymanov,
chairman of the Science Committee, established as a pilot under the ECAR
project, discussed the implementation of the activities carried out within the
framework of the project and the important tasks facing it, as well as the future
action plan of the mentioned Committee.
